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The tasks carried out by the FCS Presidium from Palermo were various. The presidium held regular meetings at least once a year in Bled, Berlin and České Budějovice to discuss many problems and prepare sports competitions. 

First, I would like to look back at the best sports achievements and the greatest sports successes of the member countries of our Federation. 

In 2005 the Polish Angling Union organized a European Championship in Lesno. The countries of our Federation won 20 gold medals. In 2006 in the World Championship in Dublin the FCS countries got 18 out of 23 gold medals and more than 78% of all medals altogether.

The Youth Championships took place in 2005 in Malmö. They were organized by the Swedish Union. In 2006 the Czech Fishing Union perfectly organized the European Youth Championship in České Budějovice. The member countries of CIPS won 100% of all medals at the European Youth Championships. It is necessary to mention especially Germany, Czech Republic and Poland which achieved the best results and won all the medals at the European Youth Championship in 2006. 

These successes result from good work of our fishing unions with youth. Here I would like to thank to all officials of fishing unions, sportsmen and many friends of casting, who participated in it. 

Associations engaged only in casting recommended us to get in contact with sports fishing unions and make an effort to become a member.

In April 13th to 15th an International Congress of the Casting Federation took place in Zurich. There was reached a great break-trough in establishing the United World Association, it means integration of the FCS and I.C.S.F..

The world casting recognized its chance.

Both world unions go ahead and focus on the future and this year they will be integrated into the World Association.  

The new World Association will belong to the CIPS.

The I.C.S.F counts on the most successful and most experienced casting nations of the world and their officials. It means Germany, Czech Republic and Switzerland. The plan of I.C.S.F is Kurt Klement to become a new President, Dr. Josef Doležal a Secretary General and Peter Hässig from Switzerland a Vice-president of the first United World Association.  

This decision was adpoted by a unanimous vote. This will make Casting stronger and enables it to act for the benefit of all its members. 

We look forward to the new tasks and we are all ready to face this challenge.
