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	                 Report of the vice president delegated to look into environmental and information issues




At the last CIPS Praesidium meeting held in Prague, a decision was taken to alter the CIPS and FIPS website.

Grounds

On 31 December 2006 the administrator of the Morph 4 server in Luxembourg cancelled the contract with the CIPS. A Luxembourg businessman, Mr Luc Cortina, bought out the server administrator, including the rights for the website www.cips.fips.org. Thus, in Prague we decided to use an autonomous site.

Cips-fips.com and FIPS

This has led to a change of address, thus cips.fips.org has been replaced with 

cips-fips.com
The new address is already operational. Until 30 June 2007, nevertheless, the old domain will continue to operate. After that date, only cips.fips.com will be active, accordingly all the other domains (fips-ed.org, fips-m.org, fips-mouche.org e fips-casting.org.) and email addresses containing the cips-fips.org, fips-ed.org and fips-m.org suffixes (which are in any case rarely used, if at all), will cease to be active.

The Praesidium also decided, in response to a need that has been clear for some time to individual FIPS, that each FIPS will have and manage its own website, working completely independently (as is already the case for FIPS-Mare).

About the content 

CIPS, the confederation of the four FIPS, will continue to deal with questions and events of general interest concerning all aspects of angling, in order to promote the sport as a whole, disseminate successes obtained in competitions and deal with problems connected with the World Games.

The FIPS websites will of course be managed in complete autonomy. The homepage of each site must however include two things: a brief note on the CIPS, which the Praesidium will prepare, and links to the CIPS site and to the sites of the other three FIPS.

A facelift

I have asked for your views. The only comment received so far has been negative, with the desire expressed to keep the homepage as it is. For the time being therefore no changes will be made to the homepage.
