A GLIMPSE OF EGYPT

Herodotus, the ancient Greek historian and traveler, described Egypt as "the gift of the NILE".

Indeed, the country captures the imagination of all visitors.  Egypt cradle of civilization, invites you to visit the immortal monuments and relics, which reflect over fifty centuries of culture and heritage.  The awe-inspiring monuments left by the Pharaohs, Greeks and Romans, early Christians and Muslims attract thousands of visitors every year.  However, the Pyramids, temples, tombs, monasteries and mosques are just part of this country's mystique.  Modern Egypt, where mud-brick villages stand beside Pharaonic ruins surrounded by towering steel, stone and glass buildings, is at the cultural crossroads between Africa, Europe and Asia.  It is situated in the north-eastern corner of Africa bordered by the Mediterranean Sea to the north and the Red Sea to the east, with the Sinai Peninsula constituting a link with Asia.  The Nile River flows serene and majestic through its land, the lifeblood of Egypt since the beginning of history.  Egypt has a total area of 1,001,450 km2 with a population of around 80 million.  The narrow strip of the Nile Valley and the Delta has a high population density, whereas the rest of the land is sparsely populated.  The attraction of this country, officially known as the Arab Republic of Egypt, lies in its incredible natural beauty and the overwhelming hospitality of its people.  With a unique and exotic backdrop, Egypt promises to fascinate and satisfy the most vivid imagination, creating a chance for exploration and leisure, and an opportunity to enrich the soul.
Language:

Arabic is the local language.  However, almost everyone speaks at least some English.  French is also spoken by many people in Egypt.

Currency & Banks:

The local currency is the Egyptian pound.  Major credit cards are widely accepted in major shops and restaurants as well in hotels. Banks are open Sunday through Thursday from 8:30 am to 2:30 p.m.
Time:

Egypt is two hours ahead of GMT.  In summer (starting last Thurs. in April), time springs forward an extra hour.

Climate and Clothes:

There are two seasons in Egypt; winter from November through March and summer from April through October. Winter is generally warm, but cool in the evenings.  However, December and January are relatively cold.  Summer is hot and humid especially in Cairo, Upper Egypt and Sinai.  July and August are the hottest months.
Electricity:

The voltage in Egypt is 220 v. 50 Hz.  If you need an adaptor or converter, purchase it in your home country before travel.

ACCOMODATION
