EXTRAORDINARY SESSION
The CIPS President opened the Extraordinary Assembly of the Confederation. Upon proposal of the President, Mrs Barbara Durante and Mr Harati Wahid were unanimously appointed to the Commission for the validation of proxies.

By unanimous approval of the house, Marcel Ordan took the chair and stated that :

1) 84 voting members were in attendance and represented by proxy ;

2) the following Praesidium members were also in attendance: Ugo Matteoli, Klamet Kurt, Hymie Steyn, Ferenc Szalay, Secretary General Gianrodolfo Ferrari and Treasurer Hubert Waldheim. He then declared the assembly to have reached the quorum in second call as pursuant to Article 8.5 of the Statute.

The Chairman, with the approval of the house, went on to deal with the first item on the agenda, pointing out that the amendments to the Statute to be discussed were both legally advisable as well as appropriate.

A discussion ensued, upon conclusion of which the proposed amendments to the Statute were approved as follows :

· Article 3 was unanimously approved ;
· Article 4 was unanimously approved;
· Article 5 was unanimously approved.
With regard to the second item on the agenda, the Chairman moved that the CIPS Secretary General be entrusted to make such technical and formal changes to the Statute as may be necessary when filing it with the Rome Prefecture Office.
The Assembly unanimously approved and resolved as follows :
- the pro-termpore Secretary General would be entrusted to make such technical and formal changes to the Statute as may be necessary when filing it with the Rome Prefecture Office.

The Chairman then handed over a copy of the new text of the Confederation Statute, complete with the amendments as aforesaid, approved article by article, which Statute was first read out to the Assembly and then attached to these minutes under “A" .
The Assembly therefore entrusted the CIPS Secretary General to make such technical and formal changes to the Statute as may be necessary when filing it with the Rome Prefecture Office.

As there were no other deliberations to pass, at 09:50 hrs the Chairman adjourned the Extraordinary Assembly.

President Ordan reminded the house that all the reports written by the Presidents of the International Federations, CIPS Vice-Presidents, Secretary General and himself were handed out to all members in the three official languages before the Assembly started.
He then asked the single Presidents whether they had any comments to add to the contents of their written reports.
Vice-President Szalay

The CIPS was enjoying recognition by many associations.
The fact that the CIPS is a member of the most important international organisations engaging in sports fishing, protection and safeguard of the environment, waters and fish species is a recognition of the Confederation’s global commitment.
At the end of an EIFAC meeting, the term “loisir fishing” (as opposed to recreational fishing) was adopted, as always advocated by the CIPS. An appropriate English equivalent was now to be found, as the English text still kept the term “recreational fishing”. The CIPS recommended the term “leisure fishing”.
A committee dealing with environmental issues was planned to be set up, with the names of the members to be notified during the following Praesidium meeting.
Vice-President Steyn

Steyn referred to the contents of his own report and underscored the important trend of youth participation in several countries, with special emphasis on Croatia and Slovenia. Several Federations and anglers from the African continent also showed interest in gaining recognition through the Confederation membership.
FIPSEd President
Matteoli pointed out that at present the FIPSEd enjoyed the representation of Federations from all continents.
He also informed that he had already got in touch with several Federations that were interested in creating the “Zones” introduced as a result of the changes to the Statute as previously approved.
FIPSMer Delegated President
Biever informed that the FIPSMer had a new Internet address and provided the relevant details. He added that changes had been made to the Statute to include the position of Delegated General Secretary. He further pointed out that he would continue to provide his support and assistance to the new FIPSMer Treasurer in order that he may carry out his tasks as best as possible.
Mr. Vekemans representing President Ferguson
Upon acknowledging that during the present Assembly he was replacing President Ferguson, who could not attend due to health problems, Mr. Vekemans deemed it apposite that reference should be made to the written report filed for the record by the President himself.
FIPSCasting President
Klamet did not have anything to add to the report as submitted and handed out to all members.

CIPS Secretary General
Ferrari reminded the house that the CIPS had been recognised as a legal entity and added that he had acquired information regarding the procedure to be followed in order to obtain international protection for the World Games and the CIPS logo.
He would report to the Praesidium.

Mr. Waldheim illustrated the single balance-sheet entries to the members in attendance. He highlighted in particular the increase in the Confederation’s total assets as a result of the 2008 trading surplus.

Board of Auditors’ Report

Report of the Board of Statutory Auditors on the financial condition for the year ended 31 December 2008 and for the two years 2007-2008.
The Secretary General informed that due to health problems the Chairman of the Board of Statutory Auditors was unable to attend the Assembly. He therefore provided an overview of the Board’s report on his behalf, highlighting the favourable opinion given by the Board with respect to the approval of the financial statements.

Discharge of the Treasurer
President Ordan submitted the Treasurer’s report to the Assembly for approval.

The Assembly approved unanimously and discharged the Treasurer.

Discussion on the Reports
None of the members in attendance took the floor on the reports as submitted, which were approved by unanimous voting.

Setting of Fees and Approval of the Budget
Following the Assembly’s compliant decision, the above subjects were dealt with together. The Assembly (i) acknowledged that, according to the information provided by the President of the Confederation, the 2009 membership fees would remain unchanged, and (ii) unanimously approved the Budget for the same year.

Senegal’s bid for CIPS Congress – FIPS 2010

Channel Islands’ bid for Congress – FIPS 2010

President Ordan gave the floor to Matteoli, who informed that two bids had been submitted for the organisation of the 2010 Assembly by the Senegalese Federation and the Channel Islands Federation. He added that the former had filed an additional proposal outlining accommodation costs lower than those stated in the first application.

In particular, the costs stated by the applicant Federations totalled €710.00 for the Senegalese Federation and £839 (€950) for the Channel Islands Federation. The Assembly would therefore be required to take a vote on the bids, though he first invited the representatives of the two Federations to take the floor to illustrate their proposals in greater detail.

Mr. Brown Greig and Mr. Wahid Harati took the floor on behalf of the Channel Islands Federation and Senegalese Federation, respectively. An open vote was then taken with the following results: 46 for Senegal and  31 for the Channel Islands.

Italy’s bid for the organisation of the 2011 Sports Fishing World Games.
The President informed that a bid had been submitted by Italy for the organisation of the 2011 World Sports Fishing Championships.
Matteoli took the floor and stated that the event was expected to take place some time between the end of August and the first week of September, as consideration was to be given on the one hand to the resumption of school activity and, on the other hand, the large turnout of Italian and foreign tourists in Italy, particularly in August, which makes it difficult to find room at a reasonable price.
The Federation had at any rate already called a meeting to start dealing with the (not quite minor) problems connected with the organisation of the World Games.
The General Assembly resolved to award the organisation of the World Games to the Italian Federation of Sports Fishing and Underwater Activities.
The Chairman recessed the meeting for a coffee-break.
The meeting resumed at 11:45 hrs.
14.
Discussion and Voting of Motions
As there were no motions submitted by the Assembly, this item was not dealt with.
15.
Miscellaneous
The Chairman gave the floor to Dolezal for him to inform the house about the rules to be complied with as requested by WADA for the fight against doping.

Dolezal stressed that it would be necessary to notify the WADA of the names of 10 athletes who would be participating in world competitions and who may be required to undergo doping control.

Matteoli took the floor to express his doubts about notifying in advance the names of the individuals who may be selected for doping control, as this would to a certain extent thwart doping prevention.

Dolezal also informed the house about the need for International Federations to have a liaison officer dealing with doping issues. Mr. Dolezal also underscored the need, as required by the WADA, to set up a Commission including a representative of each International Federation.
The General Assembly resolved to set up a Commission for the WADA.

Upon considering the discussion on the items of the agenda as completed, the Chairman asked the house to move on to the voting procedures for the election of the Praesidium members.
16. Elections in Accordance with the Statute
The Chairman first reminded the house that during the Assemblies of the International Federations held prior to this meeting, the following members were elected:
for FIPSEd President Ugo Claudio Matteoli;
for FIPS Mer President Hubert Waldheim;
for FIPS Mouche President Paul Vekemans. 

He then gave the floor to Mr. Willet, the delegate of the Belgian Flyfishing Federation, who stated he had filed an appeal with the Secretariat of the Confederation and the President’s Office of the International Flyfishing Federation against the voting procedure conducted during the Flyfishing Federation Assembly, as a result of which Mr. Vekemans was elected, whereas in his opinion the latter was ineligible insofar as he had not been delegated by the Belgian Federation.

President Ordan acknowledged the matter stating that the Praesidium would review the appeal, while stressing that it was a FIPSMouche problem which should be solved within the FIPSMouche itself.
Prior to voting for the election of executive offices, President Ordan informed that in addition to Mr. Goupil  of the French Federation, Mr. Francesco Bettoni of the Italian Federation also applied to replace Mr. Verga, who gave up the office of auditor. The Assembly unanimously felt it appropriate to recommend Mr. Fethi Bayar of the Tunisian Federation as a third member of the Board of Auditors. As Mr. Fethi Bayar was in attendance, he accepted the office.
As Mr. Ordan was one of the candidates, he stated he wanted to leave the room and let the Secretary General take over the Assembly.
He then left the room followed by Szalay, Steyn, who were also candidates.
The Secretary General took the floor and pointed out that consistent with the Statute the voting regarding executive offices must take place by secret ballot. 

He further stressed that in the present case the number of nominations submitted for the offices of President, Vice-Presidents, Treasurer and members of the Board of Auditors was the same as the number of eligible individuals.

The secret ballot procedure may be considered as non mandatory if the Assembly signified its will to elect the candidates to the relevant offices by unanimous acclamation.
